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Unfortunately, there isn’t much in the way of positive community norms data for older drivers. That’s not to say that there aren’t positive norms for older drivers, but that no one has made an effort to gather that data, as far as I can tell.
Most data around older drivers focuses on the negative: they are overrepresented in fatal crashes, they’re unlikely to discuss their driving issues with people who care about them, and they’re more vulnerable to injury in a crash.
But it’s also true that older drivers have years of experience and wisdom to inform their driving, and many older driver give serious thought to their safety on the road. Since we don’t have the data we’d like for a PCN message, this month we’re using one person’s story to encourage other older drivers to think about their own safe driving. We’ll share a video interview with an older driver (it’s my dad), in which he talks about his history of driving and what it might look like in the future.
In addition to sharing the video through your usual channels (social media, partner agencies) this month you’ll share the video with at least one senior center (and hopefully more) in your community. Most senior centers maintain regular contact with their members through email and newsletters. Contact your local senior center(s) and ask if they can include the link to the video in their newsletter or member email.
