Sample Scripts
You’re welcome to use these scripts as is, adapt them as you’d like to suit you, or use them as a starting point for creating your own. The key message is the value of talking with your kids about distracted driving. 
Script Sample 1:
Hi, I’m NAME, and I’m TITLE/POSITION/CREDENTIALS. Today I have a message for the parents out there. Actually, it’s a bit of a tip to improve your commute. Here it is: Talk with your kids about distracted driving. And don’t wait until they get their license. Do it when they’re young. Yeah, if you slip up and grab your phone while you’re driving they’re likely to point it out, but that’s okay, because they’re right. Of course they are; you taught them that. 
And here’s the best part: distraction is more than phones. Once your kids know that bugging the driver for stuff or arguing with a sibling about whose hands are in whose space are also distractions, they might just give you the peace you need when they’re riding with you. 
More than calming your drive, you’ll all be safer. At any given moment, most drivers in Washington (more than nine out of ten) aren’t distracted, but about a quarter of all fatal crashes in our state involve distraction. Getting your kids on your team right now makes you a safer driver today, and you’ll set them up for success when they become drivers.
Together we can work toward zero fatalities on Washington roads.

Script Sample 2:
Hi, I’m NAME, and I’m TITLE/POSITION/CREDENTIALS. Putting your phone away while you are driving has its benefits...
It gives you: time to talk with your children, time to sing to your favorite song, time to talk about your day. It also gives you time to react to hazards on the road, time to concentrate on the task at hand. It gives you time to teach your children about the importance of keeping your attention on the road.
At any given moment, most drivers in Washington (more than nine out of ten) aren’t distracted, but about a quarter of all fatal crashes in our state involve distraction.
Putting your phone away when driving increases the chances that your kids will also put their phone away when they drive, increases your reaction time, increases your range of vision to see potential dangers. Putting your phone away also increases the chances that you’ll see something beautiful, that you’ll get home safely, and that others on the road will get home safely too.
Together we can work toward zero fatalities on Washington roads.
