Sample messages to support social media posts:
Include a written message to support each social media post. You can use or adapt these samples, or write your own.
Post one – Most agree it’s unacceptable:
When it comes to impaired driving, we’re on the same page. Most of us in Washington (or your county) agree that it’s unacceptable to drive impaired. And with good reason; over half of all traffic fatalities in Washington (or your county) involve impairment. None of us want the consequences that follow from impaired driving.

Post two – Most never drive impaired:
We all have our reasons for driving responsibly; from the really important things like the safety of ourselves and others on the road, to the also important consequences like fines, jail, losing the privilege to drive and harming our reputation. For these reasons and more, most of us in Washington (or your county) never drive impaired.

Post three – Most intervene:
It’s good to know that we’re watching out for each other. Most Washington (or your county) adults take action to prevent others from driving impaired. That might look like offering a ride, calling a cab, letting a friend sleep over, or even calling 911 if someone refuses to give up their keys. Across the state, police are watching out too, with extra patrols this summer to get impaired drivers off the roads.
